 The minutes of the Cabinet's 37th ordinary session of 2012; 

has decreed: 

Article (1) 

Cabinet Decree No. (141) of 2012 dissolving the Tourism and Antiquities Police shall be 

withdrawn. It shall be subordinate to the Ministry of the Interior and the Minister of the 

Interior shall take the necessary measures to ensure that the Tourism and Antiquities Police 

conducts its duties in accordance with the legislation in force. 

Article (2) 

This decree shall enter into force from its date of issuance, and any contrary provision shall be 

abolished. The concerned bodies shall execute it, and it shall be published in the Official 

Gazette.
