Article (1) 

Article (4) of Law No. (35) of 2012 on the Amnesty of Particular Crimes shall be amended 

as follows: 

The competent judicial body shall be responsible for settling matters arising out of the 

implementation of the provisions of this law in accordance with general rules. 

Article (2) 

This law shall enter into force from its date of issuance. Any contrary provision shall be 

repealed. This law shall be published in the Official Gazette.
