has decreed: 

 

Article (1) 

The members of the judiciary and public prosecution whose names are contained in the list 

attached hereto, numbering thirty (30), starting with  Mr. Salem Al-Amin Abdel-Salam 

Bilqasem and ending with Mr. Tareq Mustafa Saleh Khamaj, shall be transferred to work at 

the cassation prosecution at the Supreme Court.  

 

Article (2) 

This Decree shall enter into force on the date of its issue and shall be implemented by the 

concerned bodies. This Decree shall be published in the Official Gazette.
